Peterson f a i l e d to provide a copy of such protest to the Local 
Union as required under the Rules. The Elect i o n O f f i c e r notes that 
Local 385 m fact received a copy of Mr. Peterson's protest from 
the Ele c t i o n Officer and thus was not harmed even i f , as alleged, 
Mr. Peterson f a i l e d to serve a copy of h i s protest on the Local. 

Mr. Peterson, with the approval of the E l e c t i o n O f f i c e r 
withdrew h i s protest, P-092-LU385-SEC rendering moot the instant 
protest. Thus the El e c t i o n Officer dismisses the ins t a n t protest 
as moot.
