Gentlemen 
A pre-elecbon protest was tmiely filed pursuant to Article XI of the Rides for the 

IBT Imemational Union Delegate and Officer Election, revised Aueust 1, 1990 
('Rules'). In his protest Walter Henao contends that the Rides have been violated 
because Mr. Sam Castellanos accepted his nomination for the position of delegate in 
writing, but did not sign the acceptance. 

The Rules permit a candidate to accept nomination in writing. Rides, Article n, 
§ 3(h) The investigation shows that Mr. Castellanos was on vacation at the time of the 
nommations meeting. He telephoned the Secretary-Treasurer of the Local Union and 
asked if it would be proper to send his accq)tance to be read at the meeting by fax. The 
Local Union cleared this method of acceptance with an Election Officer Representative. 
Subsequently, Mr. Castellanos faxed an acceptance letter to the Local 

Since Mr. Castellanos clearly e}q>ressed his intent to accept his nomination for the 
position of Delegate, and since he mrther expressed his intent in wntmg, the Rules have 
not been violated The protest is DENIED 

If any interested party is not satisfied with this determination, they may request 
a heanng before the Independent Administrator within twenty-four (24) hours of their 
receipt of this letter. The parties are reminded that, absent extraordinary circumstances, 
no party may rely upon evidence that was not presented to the Office of tfie Election 
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Officer in any such appeal Requests for a hearing shall be made in wribng, and shall
